The mayor told them that Sara demonstrated that she could not communicate with the mayor and that was why she was not appointing her to the board.  Council member Meyer asked about leaving the position open until after the first of the year. City Attorney Brad Jantz informed council member Meyer that that was not a good plan but that the council did have control over how they vote for the appointment. The city attorney informed the council if the mayor came back to them with another appointment that they would not have to approve it.  Council member Meyer wanted it to go on record that he felt the mayor was being vindictive and council member Hornback agreed.  The mayor again stated that the person must be able to work with the mayor.
