New Business
1. EDC/Stinger IRB’s
Karl Matlack with Stinger gave an update on the new project they are working on to expand.  The new building will be 16,250 sq.  feet and they are hoping to add 5 new jobs.  They are looking to finance the project with bonds.  JT Klauss with Triplett Woolf Garretson, LLC was present to explain to the council how the industrial revenue bonds would work.  The IRBs are tax-exempt debt securities that would be issued by the city to finance the construction of the new facility for Stinger.  The bonds would be issued on behalf of Stinger, which is responsible for repaying the debt.  The city would act as a conduit issuer, meaning we do not assume any financial responsibility for the bonds.  Instead, the borrowing company, Stinger, guarantees the bond’s repayment, and the interest and principal are paid by Singer’s revenue. If the council is interested in moving forward with the bonds, they will need to pass a resolution 2024-09 which states the intent to issue certain IRB in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed three million dollars ($3,000,000) for the purpose of (a) purchasing, acquiring, constructing, furnishing and equipping a manufacturing facility in Burrton, Kansas, and (b) paying certain costs of issuance thereof.

2. Michael Anderson Harvey County Emergency Mgmt./HMP
